CHANGES HAVE BEEN MADE TO DE REGISTRATIONS PAYMENTS AS FROM  13TH NOVEMBER 2010.
BELOW IN EXTACT FROM  BAULKHAM HILLS SHIRE NETBALL ASSOCIATION’S REGISTRATION POLICY AND PROCEDURES.

3. DE-REGISTRATIONS

De registrations are available where players do not take part in any game through no fault of their own.

3.1 Should a registered player for any reason be de-registered, the registration fee will not be transferred to offset fees of another player.

3.2 Where players are de-registered on de-registration night or round 1, a refund cheque will be available to Clubs after week 7. For players de-registering after round 1 a refund cheque will be available at the November Council Meeting.  All player refunds will be less the Netball NSW component. Clubs must apply for all de-registrations in writing before cheque can be issued.

3.3 No player can be de-registered after having played any competition games, except in extenuating circumstances, at the discretion of BHSNA Registrars and BHSNA Executive. No refund of fees will be applicable.

3.4 Once players are de-registered, they are deemed to have withdrawn from the competition, and therefore cannot be re-registered with BHSNA during that competition, except in extenuating circumstances, at the discretion of BHSNA Registrars and BHSNA Executive.

3.5 Team withdrawing from the competition after Final Grading is complete, will not be eligible for de-registration  refunds and will incur a fine as at the AGM

Notes from Baulkham Hills Sports Club Netball Division.

Netball NSW component for 2011 is $64.00 therefore any member
 De- registering will incur a loss of a least this amount.
Plus Baulkham Hills Sports Club policy:-

An administration charge of $10.00 will be levied following any de registration with BHSCND. This fee can be waived for any reason at the discretion of the Executive of BHSCND.

This change to de-registration refunds has been brought about to the fact that members now will be registered on line with Netball NSW after 31st December 2010 but before 9th February 2011. 
Due to the amount of work involved the BHSCND registrar will start registering all members early January, once you have been registered by BHSCND your registration will not be accepted by Netball NSW to any other Club “this season in our Association”.
